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AN ATTEMPT TO DEFINE THE CONTEMPORARY DIASPORA

Abstract: It is well known that the term "diaspora” entered scientific literature after the 1970s as a designation for a
large ethnic group that leaves its country of residence and migrates to another country (host country). With regard to
the diaspora and its settlement in other countries, Bulgarian science uses the chronological principle: depending on
the migration and the more permanent settlement of Bulgarians, Bulgarian communities are divided into historical
and contemporary ones. Thus, the historical diaspora was formed in more distant historical periods and before the
final determination of Bulgaria's borders after World War 1. The contemporary diaspora is associated with
migration in the 20th century, and in more recent studies, the term "contemporary" diaspora refers to emigration
after the changes in 1989. A review of the individual statements and observations of researchers shows that by
"contemporary" diaspora, researchers mainly refer to the creation of Bulgarian communities in Western European
countries, the US, and Canada—these are communities that are subject to more detailed study. The proposed
periodization of migration processes after 1989 is also discussed, with a focus on the most recent phenomena. The
article also highlights other Bulgarian communities, such as those in Cyprus and Dubai, with their characteristic
forms of expression and creation of cultural institutions — schools, festivals, etc.

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PRESENT STATE OF THE HISTORICAL DIASPORA OF CRIMEAN BULGARIANS:
IDENTITY STRATEGIES AND CULTURAL INTEGRATION

Abstract: The article discusses a topic that has not been explored in sufficient depth, but is relevant to the present
day — the current state of the historical diaspora: to what extent the preservation of ethnic identity is achieved
through traditional methods established over time, or, as in the case of the Crimean Bulgarians, the historical
diaspora is transformed into a community that, conceptually, has the characteristics of a contemporary diaspora. It
traces the historical path of the formation of the diaspora from the first decades of the 19th century to the second half
of the 20th century — a period of political research on Bulgarians from the Crimean Peninsula. It also examines their
new existence after 1990, linked to the amnesty granted and the opportunity for resettlement. In this respect, in a
number of ways, the Crimean Bulgarian diaspora departs from traditional notions of the essence of historical
diaspora, acquiring the characteristics of a new formation. In a number of respects, the Crimean Bulgarian diaspora
departs from traditional notions of the essence of historical diaspora, acquiring characteristics of a new formation.
Of interest is the institutionalized form of the Crimean Bulgarian community—the Regional Bulgarian National-
Cultural Autonomy of the Republic of Crimea "Paisii Hilendarski." This is the official representation of the Crimean
Bulgarians, which has been actively engaged in cultural activities for 30 years. Some of the association's activities
related to the restoration of common topoi and mythological representations from the culture of Bulgaria, the
Balkans (the Slavic-Orthodox community), and Crimea are examined. With an emphasis on the Khazar mission of
Saints Cyril and Methodius, discussed as the foundation of cultural dialogue and cooperation between Europe and
Crimea. In this regard, the study also notes the prospects of integrative strategies in tourism as a contemporary
approach to supporting identification processes in the Crimean Bulgarian diaspora.

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THE INFLUENCE OF XIX CENTURY COSTUME ON WOMEN'S FASHION IN
SPRING-SUMMER 2008 COLLECTIONS

Abstract: One of the ideas of this text is to emphasize the history and existing literature dedicated to the historical
fashion costume of the xix century, as well as the contemporary costume, focusing on the laws by which fashion has
developed and moved from its beginning to the present day. As an example, we can point to Dudnikova's text, who
makes detailed studies of the history of the costume, starting from Ancient Egypt, exploring the specificities of
fashion from antiquity to the beginning of the XXI century. At the beginning of the XIX, the entire XX and XXI
centuries as a result of the technological revolution, which plays an important role in fashion and clothing, the
aesthetic paradigms are changing radically. The enjoyment of the authentic and masterful embodiment of human
desires in fashion is replaced by its presentation as a new reality, capable of replacing man's representations of it. If
in the past historical eras a general appearance dominated, subordinated to the suggestion of certain ideas, for the
XXI century the aesthetic pleasure is replaced by the functional elements imposed by the industrial production in
response to the new economical demands. The visual perception of the modern women's costume is undergoing a
substantial transformation. Here we can talk not only about changing the form (transformation), but also about
changing the focus (transfocation). The fashion costume is seen not as a separate and independent object, but the
attention of fashion designers is focused on the costume as part of the global processes in the field of applied art. In
modern society, thanks to the Internet, the designer is in a position to create fashion creations in every point of the
planet. The boundaries of the "“center-periphery" or "East-West" binary oppositions are blurred and lose their clear
contours. This necessitates a redefinition of the term "fashion™ and "fashion trend" as an integral part of culture,
which makes the implication a particularly attractive tool in the process of creating new fashion lines. The creative
character of the creation of fashion and fashion collections is retained, but at the same time it is rationalized,
knowing which of the achievements of historical fashion can be applied in the new century. They are in turn
correlated with the so-called social and psychological phenomena — building self-confidence, entering the agenda of
society and having the possibility of choice. This choice, on the other hand, shows that fashion and fashion
expression, just like the work of art, are the foundation of every cultural upheaval.

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THE INFLUENCE OF XIX CENTURY COSTUME ON WOMEN'S FASHION IN FALL-
WINTER 2008 COLLECTIONS

Abstract: The avant-garde, which creates in the field of contemporary "high fashion", based on the achievements of
its predecessors in their knowledge of the inner world of man, strives to demonstrate this knowledge in fashion, by
imposing scientific discoveries in it. The fashion forms that the visitors of the fashion shows see in the contemporary
performances, form in them a more complete picture of the deep dark sides of the mental, metaphysical and socially
constructed "1". Author Eva Rapport suggests that they are not using ready-made old symbols, but that they are
undergoing a kind of socio-political metamorphosis. On the other hand, fashion, as a part of contemporary popular
culture "... more specifically works to encourage everyone to realize themselves as a unique and complex person,
even if that uniqueness is initially offered in order to stand out through the fashionable colors of clothes and
accessories for the current season, and the complexity by acknowledging and being proud of it, to offer it as a
sacrifice to achieve their conformist life goals”. The fashionable form that is built with the help of hairstyle, make-
up, clothes, accessories and shoes is not only a "cognitive signal”, but also a way of demonstrating and emphasizing
the number, so that it is visible to the environment, in order that it cannot deny or ignore it. As far as the meaning of
fashion is concerned, it can be immediately identified by its properties as a social irritant. Throughout the XXI
century, the bearers of the new in fashion manage to develop and try out numerous technologies for irritating a part
of society not only with stylistic differences in hairstyles and clothing. The second thesis of the author Eva Rapoport
is that the fashion in the big city is cosmopolitan and "...attempts to express your individuality — both in the applied
old ways and in the various new ways — are condemned to look rather pale”. Here it is very well seen how the
implication in fashion can be in itself a lever for the modernization of society, when traditional in society tries to
come back, the explanation comes again: why fashion should constantly deliver new and new elements. It becomes
obvious that you cannot directly copy and absolutely blindly repeat models that were once considered successful and
fashionable.

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RESEARCH OF SPEED CAPABILITIES WHEN CHANGING DIRECTION OF
FUTSAL PLAYERS IN BULGARIA

Abstract: Futsal improves the technical and tactical skills of players due to the need for quick decisions in small
spaces. Practicing futsal can be used as a method for training young football players, as it develops their creativity
and quick reaction, which are fully applicable and clearly expressed in football. The aim of our study is to test the
speed capabilities of futsal players when changing direction. A total of 12 field players who practice futsal were
studied. From the results obtained, we found that changing the direction of futsal players affects their better
performance in running straight sections of different distances. The results of the study suggest a more thorough and
detailed study of speed and its specificities in futsal.

Keywords: futsal, speed, change of direction

1. INTRODUCTION

The dynamics of the futsal game require players to demonstrate the ability to resist strain and overcome fatigue by
repeating maximal sprints for as long as possible. This suggests that players need to develop many components of
the game to perform at their best, namely repetitive sprinting, lower limb strength, agility. Research shows that
many aspects are needed to perform at a professional level, including experience in repetitive sprinting ability,
analytical aptitude, shooting and passing skills, agility and coordination. (Naser et al., 2017.)

The combination of different specific exercises includes strength, speed and agility, which are crucial for achieving
a high score in futsal. In conclusion, the study highlights the specific futsal exercises as effective in reducing body
fat of players, increasing aerobic capacity and overall physical performance of players. This training approach
develops the speed of players' actions, which is the main activity of futsal. (Hussam S. Al-M. 2024.)

Another showed that the pre-season preparation for futsal leads to various changes in the body of players in terms of
the speed of their actions. Thus, coaches are motivated to assess the sprint speed of futsal players at the beginning of
the pre-season. This information can be adjusted and control the training loads of players by increasing or
decreasing the volume of the load in the preparation period. (Nakamura et. al, 2015.)

Presented conclusions of these studies shows that the preparation in futsal is very important part of the development
in the players and that is huge challenges in the coaches.

Another study provides a comprehensive overview of the anthropometric and performance profiles of elite youth
futsal players, highlighting both the general characteristics and specific differences among playing positions. Pivots
and goalkeepers showed a greater height and body mass, while wingers performed better in speed and change-of-
direction tests. Additionally, lower Change of direction deficit values were associated with a greater efficiency in
directional changes, emphasizing the relevance of the acceleration and deceleration capacity in game situations.
(Oscar et al., 2025.)

In the results of the study on the ability to change position in elite female soccer players, it is noted that the linear
speed of the players does not appear to be statistically significant. In view of this, the factors that influence the
change of direction and their relationship with linear speed must be taken into account. (Javorac et al., 2023)

In sports such as soccer, rugby, American football, field hockey and others that are practiced on grass, the
manifestation of linear speed and speed in changing direction are the main actions of the players. For example,
Bloomfield et al., 2007 noted that soccer players perform an average of over 700 changes of direction during a
game. To a large extent, these actions and movements of the players require good preparation and efforts from the
players are related to the manifestation of physical qualities, one of which is agility.

Agility is a multifaceted skill (Metikos et al., 2003; Young and Farrow, 2006), but some experts define it as the
movement of the whole body with a change in speed or direction in response to some stimulus that the body has
received. There is no doubt that the cognitive component of agility is very important (Gabbett et al., 2008; Sheppard
et al., 2006). The mechanism for the execution of any movement associated with agility includes the ability to
accelerate and stop quickly, in addition to changing direction (Young and Farrow, 2006).

In addition to the priority areas in futsal such as agility and endurance, there is another physical quality that is an
indispensable part of achieving higher results, namely speed.

Speed is the second most important quality that futsal players need, after endurance and more precisely special
endurance, which can be defined as highly effective specific working capacity within a specific motor activity. All
or almost all sprints in futsal are under 7 seconds and are performed at 90-95% of the maximum.

2. MATERIALS AND METHODS

The aim of the research is to determine the state of the speed capabilities of male futsal players for changing
direction. The objectives: 1. Study of literary sources; 2. Collecting data on the speed of the competitors; 3.
Analyzing and summarizing the results. Participants of the research were 12 futsal players aged 20 to 35 years.
Research methodology: Tests were used to reveal the speed capabilities of male futsal players, namely 5 m sprint/10
m sprint/20 sprint, 505 Test, T-Test. Table 1 shows the specific parameters of the test battery.

Description of the test battery:

Tests 5m/10m and 20m sprint were used to determine the speed of the subjects. Aim - a straight line to finish at the
highest possible speed. Photocells are used to record the data. It starts without a signal from a high start from a
place. The speed and running time are measured without including the speed of reaction when giving a signal. The
leg from which the start is made should not be placed on the starting line, so that the timing does not start before the
start. The movement of the hands before the start should be taken into account - also as a possible reason for
premature start of the timing. Each player makes two attempts, from which the better achievement is taken.

Test 505 — also aims to determine the speed of the competitors, but by including a change in direction of movement.
The competitor stands at the start, and the timer stands at 10 meters. On command, the player sprints to the 15 m
mark, turns on his right foot and sprints back through the 10-meter marker. The stopwatch starts when the player
passes the 10-meter mark and stops when the player passes the same mark on the way back. Each player makes two
attempts on the left and right foot during the turn, with the average score for each being taken.

T-Test - The purpose of this test is to monitor the development of the speed abilities of the competitors when

changing the direction of movement. The test is carried out in the following way: 3 cones are placed on the track at a
distance of 5 m from each other, and the fourth cone is placed at a distance of 10 m from the middle one, so that the
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letter “T” is obtained. The tested person starts from point “A” after a signal, runs to point “B” and touches the cone,
moves with a lateral run and touches point “C”, again with a lateral run moves to point “D” and touches the cone,

returns to point “B” with a lateral run, from there with a backward run returns to the starting cone “A” where the
time is recorded. The test is carried out twice, recording the best achievement.

12 players were studied, with the minimum value for the
left foot being 2.26 sec. and for the right foot — 2.28 sec. The maximum value for the left foot is 2.59 sec. and for the
right foot is 2.6 sec. The average value is as follows for the left foot 2.42 sec., for the right foot — 2.4 sec. The
distribution of the values is normal.

Table 6 presents the results of futsal players in the T-Test. 12 players were studied, the minimum value being 9.32
sec. and the maximum 10.04 sec. The average value is as follows: 9.58 sec. The distribution of the values is normal.

4. DISCUSSION

The above tests are of essential importance for futsal, as these actions of the players are clearly expressed in the
game itself, namely movements at maximum speed in a small space, changing direction in view of the changing
game situation. Statistical methods from the processed data give us an idea of the players' condition and their speed
capabilities. Only field players were selected in the study; it did not include goalkeepers, because the specifics of the
goalkeeping position would be the subject of another study.

5. CONCLUSION

The results of the study confirm the opinion that speed in sports, in particular futsal, is a basic component that must
be developed in order to achieve higher results. The manifestation of better speed capabilities by the competitors
predetermines success in matches. The change of direction of the futsal competitors affects their better performance
compared to running straight sections of different distances. The results of the study suggest a more thorough and
detailed study of speed and its specificities in futsal. Based on the data obtained, it would be possible and useful to
prepare a regulatory framework including this particular test battery and to use it in the future as the main direction
in the preparation of futsal players.
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THE IMPORTANCE OF GAMES IN PHYSICAL EDUCATION CLASSES FOR
YOUNGER SCHOOL-AGE PUPILS IN IMPROVING MOTOR SKILLS

Abstract: This paper examines the importance of using games in physical education classes for younger school-age
pupils. The aim was to explore how organized physical games influence the development of motor skills,
motivation, and student engagement. The research was conducted within planned physical education activities on a
hypothetical sample of 51 fourth-grade pupils from 'Novak Radoni¢' Elementary School in Mol, Ada municipality.
The study was carried out in March and April, with control testing conducted on May 20. Three fourth-grade classes
(IV-a, IV-b, IV-c) were tested in the 30-meter sprint, medicine ball throw, and standing long jump. The paper
presents the average results by classes. Two classes, over a period of two and a half months, had twenty additional
lessons (twice a week) besides their regular physical education classes. During these lessons, children participated in
various group games, tag games, coordination development games, speed development games, flexibility and
mobility games, balance games, fine motor skill games (important for writing and object manipulation), and strength
development games. The third class served as the control group, as they only attended regular physical education
classes. At the end of the research, all three classes were tested again, and the results were compared with the initial
and final tests. A survey of teachers was conducted regarding the use of games in physical education classes, and
pupils were also surveyed about their attitudes and opinions on these games. The results indicate a significant
positive impact of structured games on the development of physical abilities, cooperative behavior, and the
perception of physical education as both fun and useful.
